​Highlights and Important Items​
​●​ ​Each graduating senior will receive​​10​​tickets to distribute on the first day of practice.​

​Tickets are required to enter.​
​●​ ​Attendance at all graduation practices are required to participate in the graduation​

​ceremony​
​●​ ​Graduating seniors must be dropped off in the front bus loop area and may enter the​

​auditorium lobby beginning at 5:00pm. Students will use room 133 (Band room) to store​
​belongings​

​●​ ​Parent(s) and those planning to ride in the vehicle in the parade may enter the student​
​parking lot beginning at 5:00pm through either the Front or Rear entrance of campus. A​
​special pass is required to enter the student parking lot​

​●​ ​The CHS Senior parade will begin at 7:45pm.  This will allow time for pictures and​
​parade assembly​

​●​ ​Student dress as described below is required: Boys: dress shirt, dress pants, tie and​
​dress shoes (no  jeans, sneakers, boots or flip flops). Girls: dress shirt and dress pants​
​or dress (no  jeans, sneakers, boots or flip flops.​

​CHS Senior Parade Details​
​Below is a summary of expectations for students/families to participate in the senior parade:​

​●​ ​All students (parents driving) who are participating in the parade should go to the​
​student parking lot following the graduation ceremony. The parade will begin at​
​7:45pm and be led by the Valedictorian, Salutatorian, Third Honors, Class​
​President and in “random” order as assigned by parking facilitator thereafter​

​●​ ​Each vehicle will be driven by a parent (guardian) of the graduating senior. The​
​graduate is permitted to ride in the back of a truck (pickup bed) if desired. You​
​may have as many people in your vehicle that equals the number of seatbelts.​



​CHS Senior Parade Route​
​1.​ ​The parade will start in the student parking lot​
​2.​ ​The parade route will head west on Union Street to North Washington Street.​
​3.​ ​Left will be made on North Washington Street to Main St.​
​4.​ ​Cross Main Street to South Washington Street.​
​5.​ ​Left on  East Second Street to Fassett Street.​
​6.​ ​Left on Fassett Street to Main Street.​
​7.​ ​Cross Main Street to Chestnut Street (heading north) to Union Street.​
​8.​ ​Make a right onto Union Street and head back to the student parking lot.​
​9.​ ​Vehicles will continue past the rear of the high school and make a right on to the street to​

​exit campus.​
​10.​​Vehicles will then make a right into the from bus loop and exit campus by the auditorium​
